What makes 
this a VIP trip

Airline Travel
All participants will be given the option to:
• Fly with the Supporters as a team on a scheduled flight
• If not booking with points you will need to book with Goldman 

Travel
• Fly on your own timetable to be in Israel to meet the 

commencement of the 3 options presented.
• You  must be in Israel at the commencement of the appointed 

Option
• Price of travel not included in the quoted price for the Mission

Transfers
• Transfers from the TA airport to your hotel on arrival in Israel will 

be provided 
• Premium clearance through customs will be available on a user 

pays basis

Hotel Check in
• Express or pre-check will be arranged
• A travel desk to be available throughout the period and manned 

by a Tour Host
• ID tags issued on arrival 

Accommodation
• Premium rooms to be booked –
• Family options will need be considered eg adjoining rooms or 

bigger rooms to accommodate Kids

• Breakfast included each day 
• 3 - 5 Dinners, 2 cocktail receptions and one BBQ / Casual option

Accommodation
Prior to the Games commencing all athletes will be 
housed in Pre-Camp accommodation in Netanya. (6/7th

July-12th July)

This is to assist with climatisation and competition 
readiness. During this time supporters are not able to 
gain access to the athletes or stay at the same hotel

After the Pre-Camp there will be 3 centres for athletes

• Juniors: Haifa

• Opens: Jerusalem, Tel Aviv, Netanya

• Masters: Netanya

The Mission has been designed to work around and 
within the athlete experience as much as possible.

During Pre-Camp there are more Touring options 
centred around Jerusalem to enable easy access to 
the Opening ceremony and other VIP option

So How Much ?
Athlete Supporter Package (18 Nights)
$13,900 AUD per person - twin share
BUT Pay no more than $7,837*

Full Mission Package (14 Nights)
$10,900 AUD per person - twin share
BUT Pay no more than $6,146*

Short Stay Package ( 7 Nights)
$6,200 AUD per person - twin share
BUT Pay no more than $3,496*

*As a fully accredited member of the Australian Team delegation , you will be entitled to fund  your trip 
costs in the same manner as participating athletes. Have a private discussion about how this works for you

To take benefit of the funding options, all 
participants will be part of the Maccabiah 
Supporters Mission and affiliated to the team, as 
such will be provided a registration pass and 
uniforms.



What about Covid

Health and Safety is our primary concern and we will follow the health advice. An MWU Covid Committee 
has been put into place to manage the protocols and compliance to the health advice

Leaving Australia

• If you’re a fully vaccinated Australian citizen or permanent resident, you’ll  be able to travel overseas 
without an exemption. You’ll need to provide evidence of your vaccination status when you check-in at 
the airport. 

• Your international certificate features a secure QR code. It includes all the information you need to prove 
to airlines and authorities that you’ve had your COVID-19 vaccinations. 

• To get a certificate, you’ll need to have your valid Australian passport with you. Your COVID-19 
vaccinations will need to be registered on the Australian Immunisation Register before you can apply.

Returning to Australia

• You must show evidence of a negative COVID-19 PCR or RT-PCR test when checking in for your flight to 
Australia (exemptions apply). Rapid antigen tests won’t be accepted.

• The test must be at an accredited testing facility. A self-administered COVID-19 test taken at home 
without supervision is not acceptable. If you or a primary close contact of your travelling group tests 
positive, you won't be allowed to travel to Australia.

• You must get tested 72 hours or less prior to the scheduled departure of your first international flight.

• You don’t need to be re-tested at transit points unless your airline or transit point requires it.



As of November 1, 2021, individual tourists will be allowed to enter Israel under the following 
conditions:

• Fully vaccinated (within 6 months of the second shot or after a 3rd shot) with Pfizer vaccine 
(latest vaccine should be given at least 7 days before arrival and within 180 days of leaving Israel)

• Fully vaccinated (two shots) of the Moderna, Astra Zeneca, Sinovak and Sinopharm vaccine 
(latest vaccine should be given at least 14 days before arrival and within 180 days of leaving 
Israel).

• PCR tests are required for all travellers to Israel:
• 72 hours before departure to Israel. Required to board the flight along with the entry declaration which 

must be filled in within 24 hours of flight.

• At the airport, upon arrival in Israel. This is required to leave the airport. After leaving the airport, you 
must go to your hotel or place of accommodation and remain in isolation until the results are received. 
This can take up to 24 hours but usually takes 5-6 hours.

• 72 hours before departure from Israel as well as completing an exit declaration up to 24 hours before 
flight.
